The researcher found the following results:



1. National Sports Press resorts to excitement and
amplification of events in order to increase its sales as
well as mixing up public and private issues in its sports
journalism reporting.

2. Professional performance of National Sports Press does
not help in the coherence of sports’ community.

3. National Sports Press lacks professional and well-trained
staff.

4. Sports newspapers resort to assigning anonymous
sources to its news contents in order to achieve special
goals.

5. Publishers and owners of national newspapers interfere
and direct national sports journalism while personal
relations between journalists and administrators affect
national journalism.

Based on these results the researcher recommends the
followings:

1. High commitment shall be devoted to activate the laws
and regulations that govern professional performance of
national sports press.

2. External audit of the existing national sports press
institutions in
order to create a conductive work environment towards
excellence in national journalism performance.

3. National sports press shall avoid bias in national sports
journalism reporting.

4. National sports press shall not mix up public and private
issues or allow personal relations to interfere with its
press reporting.

5. Capacity building of national sports press personnel shall
be conducted through national and international staff
trainings.
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
