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Abstract

This research titled Audiovisual Broadcasts and its role in the
promotion of social peace it aimed to identify the role played by
radio broadcasting in the promotion of social peace and to highlight
the effectiveness of the radio towards national issues and to reveal
the obstacles that prevent them.
