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ABSTRACT

This research evaluated the experience of Khartoum International Institute
of Arabic Language in its Master's degree program within the period of
2003 - 2013.

The importance of the research was in disclosing the objectives of the
Master's degree program and its comprehensiveness for preparing Arabic
language teachers to the speakers of other languages, in disclosing the
appropriateness of the curriculum content to the objectives of the program
and the extent of efficiency of the means used in teaching that content, in
disclosing the benefit gained by the program implementers, and in
disclosing the comprehensiveness of the means used to evaluate the

program as well.

The objectives of the research were to identify the objectives of the
program and its comprehensiveness for preparing Arabic language
teachers to the speakers of other languages, to find out the appropriateness
of the curriculum content to the objectives of the program and the extent of
efficiency of the means used in teaching that content, and the benefit
gained by the program implementers from the modern techniques, and
finally to find out the appropriateness of the means used to evaluate the

program.

The problem of the research was represented in answering the question:
To what extent the Master's degree program has realized its objectives in
the light of the new trends of the foreign language teaching field?

The approach of the research was descriptive analytic.

The most important findings of the research are as follows:



- The objectives set for the program are clear and ambitious, and they

cover the aspects of teachers' training.

- The content of the program is suitable, but it does not achieve the

objectives optimally due to the weakness of implementation mechanisms.

- The methods used to teach the content are suitable but they are in need to

be developed.

- The benefit gained by the program implementers from modern

techniques is very poor.

- The methods used to evaluate the program do not achieve the objectives
because they are traditional, and not comprehensive to measure the

elements of curriculum, and in need to be developed.

- The practical side of the program (Teaching Practice) needs more time

allocation in order to commensurate with the theoretical side.

The most important recommendations were:
- To make efforts in implementing the objectives of the institute optimally.

- To provide the program with mechanisms that contribute in realizing its

objectives.

- To develop the teaching methods that implemented in the program. The
program in-chargers should gain benefit from modern techniques

optimally, especially from the internet.
- To allocate more time for the practical side and teaching practice.

- To evaluate the program in educational aspect, in order to fit more to the

new trends of the foreign language teaching field.
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
